Iowa Core Math: Meaningful Distributed Practice
Target Audience
This is an introductory level course to a recommendation for curriculum, instruction, and assessment, as set out in the Iowa Core.  The intended audience is school teams that would include: school administrators or curriculum coordinators, K-12 classroom (including content area) teachers, special education teachers, Title I teachers, TAG teachers, and AEA 267 special support staff.  There are no prerequisites; however an awareness of the ICC Essential Characteristic of Problem Based Instructional Tasks and the ICC Characteristics of Effective Instruction would be beneficial. All five Characteristics of Effective Instruction will be embedded in the instruction.


Description
Practice is essential to learn mathematics. However, to be effective in improving student achievement, practice must be meaningful, purposeful, and distributed. It is Meaningful when it builds on and extends understanding, purposeful when it links to curriculum goals and targets an identified need, and distributed when it consists of short periods of systematic practice distributed over a long period of time. The Meaningful Distributed Practice of this course will focus on:
· Building on and extends understanding of important mathematics
· Providing short periods, 5 – 10 minutes, of systematic practice distributed over time

· Linking to curriculum and incorporate the Iowa Core Standards of Math Content:

· meaningful practice to support and provide scaffolding for worthwhile task
· meaningful practice for a big idea

· meaningful practice on notation and terminology

· meaningful practice on important out-of-context procedures, algorithms, skills

· Helping students develop flexibility and fluency with skills, concepts, problem solving and reasoning

· Helping students learn to use multiple representations and learn to use multiple reasoning strategies

· Helping students learn to recognize, make, and use connections

· Providing opportunities for formative assessment (assessment for learning) 

Participants will design and examine Meaningful Distributed Practice learning opportunities, model Meaningful Distributed Practice learning opportunities in their professional setting, and collaborate with peers to share insights and deepen professional practices.
